International Business Inquiry: Show and Tell
In this individual assignment, each student will write a one-page report.  
1. Focus - What do you mean? (Your Key Issue)
2. Explore - How do you know? (evidence or examples)
3. Analyse - So what?  Next steps? (Why do we need to care?)
You need to prepare some sort of visual aids in this particular assignment.  Your goal is to be able to relate your Canadian Company 1 you have selected earlier in class to concepts and ideas from Chapter one, and discuss its implications in the realm of international business.  You should also prepare to address any questions your classmates may raise during the presentation. As such, you may have to expand the Explore phase of the inquiry in order to be prepared for this.
In terms of your submission, you should use the first three steps mentioned above as sub-headings to organize your report.
The result will be a full and readable summary of the relevant facts as well as your insights. The ability to take a matrix of facts and concepts and summarize them to appropriate category is a critical business communication skill.
Finally, when submitting your one-page inquiry report, please keep in mind that it must be clearly and neatly typed, size 12, and 1.5 spacing.
Your written submission should be conducted in a professional fashion.  Please include a title page, your written report and be on time.
